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ACCOMPLISHMENTS

Crews removed the old asphalt 

surface, stabilizing the runway 

foundation and are resurfacing the 

8,800 ft. strip with an 11 inch deep 

slab of concrete.  A concrete 

runway has a larger load-bearing 

capacity than asphalt which would 

allow planes as large as 737 

passenger jets to land at the 

facility.

Work began early this year on the 

airport runway with partial funding from 

Big Spring Economic Development Corp.
